Proceed West on Hwy 34 four miles to the feedlot, turn North on Road Y then 4.5 miles

to the Ranch.

From Sterling & points North —
Take the Atwood exit off I-76 and proceed South on Hwy 63 for 15 miles or so, turn West
on Road 50. It's about 4 miles to Road Y, then proceed South about 4 more miles to the

Ranch.
